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1 Introduction

1.1 Overview

This document relates to BT Wholesale Converged Access (wCA) and provides an outline
description of a converged (and not bundled) baseband voice and broadband service that BT
Wholesale is proposing to launch in the first Quarter of 2008. Roll out would be dependent on
21CN broadband and voice network rollout. Should the product continue into development, BT
would include industry in further and more detailed consultation.

1.2 What are we consulting on?

BT proposes, subject to relevant regulatory conditions, to develop and launch wCA and is seeking
to consult on its plans with industry. It is anticipated that the broadband features, and functionality
will be inline with BT Wholesale Broadband Connect (wBBC) and as such consultation in this area
is not being sought. This purpose of this condoc is to:

1. Agree high level business requirements of a wCA product.

2. ldentify CP’s views on potential use of Openreac  h Voice Line Access (VLA) as an input
product to wCA.

3. ldentify CPs that wish to engage with BT in bi-l  aterals.

3. BT Wholesale Converged Access

3.1 Introduction

BT is proposing to complement its portfolio by adding a converged baseband voice and
broadband product alongside Wholesale Broadband Connect (wBBC) and Openreach’s
proposed Voice Line Access (VLA) products.

The combination of wBBC, VLA and wCA would allow CPs to offer broadband only, voice
only or deliver combined voice and broadband services in ways that meet their commercial
objectives and strategies.

Given wCA would be developed as a purpose built converged product, it is possible that it
may offer cost advantages over combining VLA and wBBC products.

3.2 wCA overview

wCA would offer CPs a single end-to-end IP & Ethernet based converged voice and
broadband service providing flexibility for CPs to differentiate in broadband / voice features
and call packages. Broadband functionality would be inline with that being proposed for
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wBBC. The product would provide single interfaces for ordering, provision and assurance as
well as a single service level agreement and bill for both broadband and voice components.

wCA would offer a service with interconnect points to CPs voice and broadband networks
through BT Multi Service Interconnect Links (MSILs), as illustrated above. As such, wCA
would allow a CP to offer broadband, deliver narrowband voice (with PSTN functionality as
defined by the CP and delivered via their call server) and voice over broadband (as defined
and delivered by the CP). BT would carry three separate service VLANs (one for baseband
signalling, one for baseband voice and one for broadband),

It is proposed that wCA would consume MPF rather than SMPF which is currently being
used for IPStream and being proposed for wBBC.

3.3 Benefits of wCA

As a single integrated product, wCA would offer CPs the following business benefits:

Enhanced CP and end user experience

- Single order, SLA, bill and help desk for voice and broadband components.
- Clear service demarcation points.

- Minimised number of handover points and interfaces.

Lower Total Cost of Ownership for CP

- Optimised number of input products.

- Opportunity to integrate operational systems support systems and processes.
- Optimised utilisation of interconnect link bandwidth.

- Simplified interfaces with BT for voice and broadband components.

High provide and assurance performance
- Simplified owner, manager and resolver processes.

Facilitates ability for CPs to offer differentiated services
- Converged services that enable integrated baseband and broadband voice services.
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3.4 wCA consuming VLA option

An option that industry is invited to comment on is the potential use of VLA as an input
product to provide the baseband voice signaling and border gateway functions (marked as
AGCF & BGW in figure 1 above).

Points that BT will seek to clarify and consult on during the consultation would include:

1. The potential impact on the proposed launch date and rollout of wCA, given the currently
proposed launch of VLA in mid 2008.

2. Whether MPF would be supported by VLA.

How a combined voice and broadband service level agreement might be supported.

4. Potential price differentials between wCA, wCA consuming VLA and wBBC plus VLA.

BT Wholesale’s current working assumption is that both wCA and BT Openreach’s
proposed Voice Line Access (VLA) product will offer similar control over baseband voice
and provide support for similar voice functionality and features.
